CALL TO ORDER




Hope Newsom called the meeting to order at 3:05 p.m. 



MINUTES



ACTION:
Bonita Sharpee mad a motion to approve the minutes as submitted.  Don Daria seconded the motion which carried unanimously.
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ITEMS FOR AGENDA FROM BOARD MEMBERS




Don Daria asked that Ms. Simpson include an item under Old Business entitled “Expansion Update” and have that as an on-going item.




Carol Battle asked that there also be an item under Old Business for the National Certification which is a two year process.  Ms. Simpson will include this on the agendas as an “update.”



CHAIRPERSON’S REPORT




Hope Newsom mentioned the loss of long time member Thelma Wright.  She praised Ms. Wright for her dedication to the Senior Center and the board.  She will be missed.


OLD BUSINESS




The first item of business was a growth report from Don Daria.  In 2007, the center had 1041 members.  The subcommittees projection for 2008 growth was 1156.  To date the centers numbers are 1153 with a few weeks left in the year.  Mr. Daria stated that he and Leah Simmons are beginning to track not only numbers of users but also hours of activity.  Bonita Sharpee asked if the center was feeling any effect from the Lodge?  Ms. Battle stated that they have not felt any effects from there.  The Lodge is providing activities for their residents and should continue to expand their program as residents increase.




Ms. Simpson gave an update on the Phase I expansion.  Mr. Hale has his design team working on construction documents with the changes discussed at the November 2 meeting of this board.  The drawings should be complete just before Christmas and then they will be sent to a cost estimator for a preliminary cost estimate.  At that point we will see if we are in the ballpark of the budget.  Ms. Simpson also mentioned that most of the doors, windows, and one drinking fountain are being recycled or reused in the expansion.
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The last item of business was a report on the ordinance change being handled by Mayor 



Vivian Jones.  Ms. Simpson reported that Mayor Jones had mentioned the request to the board and things were moving forward to make it possible to appoint less “non-senior” members if applicants were not available.  Up to three can be appointed.  



NEW BUSINESS



The group discussed some type of recognition for Ms. Thelma Wright.  Ms. Simpson 



stated that she was an original member of this board and wanted to know if the group would be interested in some type of plaque.  Sharda Khilnani mentioned that the Community Council was talking about a plaque for Ms. Wright too.  Several members mentioned doing something related to the Phase I expansion.  Ms. Simpson mentioned maybe a picture and small plaque underneath the picture to tell of her work.    Members asked to table this item until our March meeting so that everyone can think about what would be the most appropriate and to see what the Community Council is doing.  We don’t want to duplicate their work.




Sharda Khilnani asked about the process for appointments to the Senior board.  Ms. Simpson explained that applications are taken in November-December every year and then the Town Board makes the appointments at their December meeting.  Interested citizens need to fill out the application (either in person at Town Hall or online at the Towns website) and send it to the Town Clerk.




Carol Battle stated that she and Ms. Khilnani attended the East End neighborhood meeting on Monday, November 2.  The got some helpful information on churches and contacts for that neighborhood and gave out bus information.  Ms. Battle stated that the main priority of the Senior Center is to get people to the center.  For many seniors, transportation is an issue.  Deborah Bordeaux suggested that Ms. Battle might want to have a tour of the center and light refreshments for all the pastors in the East End neighborhood.  If they get on board then maybe some of the church busses can be used for transporting seniors to the center.




Ms. Battle mentioned the National Certification and that she will be coming to the board for more input and information on program planning.  This will be a lengthy process for the center to receive this recognition.
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Ms. Simpson mentioned the meeting dates for next year: March 3, June 2, September 1 and December 1.

Being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
