Proclamation recognizing the 75th Anniversary of Evans Grove Missionary Baptist Church. 

Mayor Jones stated that a proclamation had been sent to the Evans Grove Missionary Baptist Church to recognize their anniversary.  The celebration was held November 14, 2010.
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4.	Public hearings / Public Comment.
Public hearing to hear comment on Senate Law 2010-177: Act to Amend the Permit Extension Act of 2009. 
Ms. Suzanne Harris with the Homebuilders Association of Raleigh and Wake County spoke on behalf of the membership.  They were in favor of municipalities not opting out of the permit extension.  She stated the City of Raleigh had made a decision not to opt out and felt that the majority of projects would have been built or completed had it not been for the recession.  She requested the Board of Commissioner in Wake Forest not to opt out.  
Mayor Jones asked if there were others to speak.  There were not, so the Public Hearing was closed.  She asked the Board if they were ready to take action.  Commissioner Thibodeau made the motion not to opt out.  Commissioner Hines seconded the motion.  Town Attorney Vernon commented that if they did not have to take any action.  It would automatically go into effect.  

There was a request for clarification.  Assistant Planning Director Sary shared the reason to allow the extension was to not put future development at risk and give developers the sense that the Town of Wake Forest does care.  Were it not for recession, projects would have been built and contributed to the town.  There was no need to turn them away.  We would turn them away if opt out.  The only difference was instead of receiving a blanket extension the applicant would have to come individually to ask.  Opting out was affording them an additional year to begin the work.  Commissioner Drake asked if they could advance any project by beginning any project prior to the expiration of the permits term.   Planning Director Russell stated it did not 
matter if the developer had started or not.  Having the extension was an additional opportunity to get going or if financial problem then time to get back on track.

Commissioner Stinnett asked for clarification of how long the extensions were.  Assistant Town Manager Sary said it depended on where the developers were in the project and when the stay came into effect.  Only the projects that had been approved with have the extension.  The extension would remove the need for the developer to come back to the board to request an extension.  If the Board did decide to opt out, they would have to state a specific reason to opt out. Town staff recommendation was not to opt out then developers could have 2-3 years to start the project.  Commissioner Hines asked why not give the developers the opportunity to get their finances together.  Why put any type of road block?  . Assistant Planning Director Sary stated that the state legislature had given the developers more time.  If municipalities chose to opt-out, they had to provide a good reason.  
Mayor Jones reminded them the motion was to not opt out and let the extension continue. 

ACTION:	Commissioner Thibodeau made a motion to not opt-out of the Permit Extension.

Consideration of approval of RZ-10-02: Carolina Chimney to rezone .353 acres located at 828 and 830 North White Street from R-10 Residential to C.U.-NB Neighborhood Business district being TAX PIN NUMBER: 1841-85-2077 and 1841-85-3110. 
There was discussion of the consequences a business in a residential area could have.  Commissioner Drake stated there was a business near his residence when he moved there.  To his knowledge none of the residents had any negative remarks of it being there.  He asked if the board could conditionally zone it and then change it later.  The response was no; the zone went with the property.  There could be a condition that it could only be for that business.  The use could be restricted.  If the property was sold, the person could continue that business or have to come to the board to have it rezoned.

Consideration of Acceptance of a Local Government Energy Grant.

Mayor Jones stated this was a grant and stimulus project to install items at the Community House, Police Department and three Wake County Schools.  

Assistant Town Engineer Spring explained the reason partnered with school system and amount in school system.  Staff made the decision to partner together with an educational institution to obtain more points.  The Wake County School System would be getting $218,000 of the amount of money.  The money would come to the Town of Wake Forest and then be dispersed to the Wake County School System.  They would be managing their own monies.  Commissioner Stinnett asked about the solar panels for the Town Hall.   Assistant Town Engineer Spring commented the cost of the panels were not allowed in this grant by the state.

Consideration of Memorandum of Understanding between TOWF and Wake County Public Schools.
