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Inclement Weather Policy

PRACTICES

All practices (at all locations) will be cancelled if Wake County Schools are closed due to
inclement weather. Coaches will be notified by telephone of cancellation, and the RECREATION
LINE (554 6185) will be changed to indicate cancellation.

GAMES

In the event of severe weather which requires game cancellation, coaches will be notified by
telephone of postponement, and the RECREATION LINE (554 6185) will be changed to indicate
postponements. Coaches will be notified in writing of rescheduling of games. Note below the
policy regarding re-scheduling of games.

Make-up Policy (Year-round students)

If cancellations result in schools being in session on Saturdays, WFPRD staff will review team
rosters to determine the number of students affected on each team. If a team does not have at
least five (5) players “available” (not year-round school students) for a scheduled game, the
schedule will be adjusted by the Athletic Coordinator, who will notify coaches of any changes.
Otherwise, games will be held as scheduled.
