Ms. Gina Joyner asked about getting a tethering law in the town of Wake Forest. She had a neighbor that left a dog out for approximately 11 hours at a time.  She stated the City of Durham had passed an ordinance and she was told the Town of Rolesville had just passed a tethering law.  She wanted to know what steps were needed to have an ordinance for the Town of Wake Forest. Mayor Jones suggested she send an email to the Board of Commissioners or send to her and she would forward to them.

Mayor Jones read the items on the Consent Agenda.  
ACTION:	 made a motion to approve the Tax Releases, the appointment of 2011 Commissioner Committee Appointments and the request to Change the Stop Condition Direction at the Intersection of Heritage Green and Heritage Garden.
 seconded the motion, which carried (5,0).
6.	Legislative Items.
7.	Planning Items. 
A. Consideration of Approval of SD-10-05:  Crenshaw Village Subdivision Master Plan. 
At the request of the applicant and consensus of the Board, Item 7D was moved to Item 7A.  Mayor Jones stated the Planning Board at their meeting voted 7-1 to recommend approval with revised condition.  The applicant was asking for a 5-yr approval for the plan.

Commissioner Drake asked was there a question about the buffer at the Planning Board Meeting.  Assistant Planning Director Sary said the item in question was in regards to interpretation of the watershed standards.  He showed the overall plan for the site and stated there were several hydraulic features on the site.  One was Richland Creek which required a 100 ft. buffer.  There was also an intermitten stream that had a 50 ft. buffer which was shown on the plan.  The disagreement and interpretation was why it did not have it list as a 100 ft. buffer.  Staff did not consider that a W4 Stream.  DWQ agreed with them being it; they concur it was a 50 ft.  DWQ’s interpretation did not pertain here.  Per DWQ if it were a stream, it would be classified as W3 or 4.  Town regulations did not designate a buffer.  Other streams were intermittent and would have 50 ft.  Those designations were in the plan.  The State did require, but the town did not.   Assistant Planning Director Sary confirmed the method for the buffers were consistent; it was being treated the same.


He also confirmed the Lowes retention pond would remain undisturbed.  It was outside the development.   The access in and out of the site would be to the north of the existing Lowes Avenue which stubbed to the property and also from Falcate Dr.  It would have two access points.  There had been no discussion as far as Ligon Mill Road was concerned. Commissioner Thibodeau asked about the buffer zone and future development.  Assistant Planning Director Sary said one of the conditions was to postpone the construction plan for everything from Ligon Mill to the east because the area had to be looked at from a regional perspective not piece by piece.  Staff had to determine with the town, DOT and property owners exactly where the line needed to be.  Staff and property owner felt the 3-year period would be enough time. 

ACTION:	 made a motion to approve SD-10-05:  Crenshaw Village Subdivision Master Plan.
 seconded the motion, which carried (5,0).

B. Consideration of approval of Case SU-10-01:  A Special Use Permit request for the Wake Union Place Shopping Center to be located at the intersection of Capital Boulevard & Wake Union Church Road, being Wake Co. Tax Pin Numbers 1831-63-3594, 1831-64-4698, 1831-64-6036, 1831-75-1080 & 1831-53-7516. 
Mayor Jones stated the Planning Board at their Nov. 9th meeting voted 6-1 to recommend the permit and master plan with the conditions listed.  Commissioner Kaeberlein stated for the record that he was unable to attend the Joint Public Hearing, but he had reviewed the video archive in preparation of tonight’s meeting.

Commissioner Drake shared as he understood, since last time there were a hearing, the legislation revised the standard of proof they could consider by making it more -- previously could weigh value.  Now the proof had to have a standard value. Commissioner Drake asked about the Planning Board’s additional condition about the connection.  It would not be made until full build out (last condition on 2nd page -- back on the summary sheet.) He continued saying the proposal had the alteration of US1 to mitigate the negative traffic impact that a development might have.  According to the testimony that presented, with the changes traffic would be better.  He would not know what basis to deny with recommendation and conditions that were made.  He was satisfied that the property was going to be redeveloped in some fashion.  He had to vote in favor.

Commissioner Thibodeau asked about the condition added with the Lola Lane connection.  In the hearings, the applicant stated the connection was not necessary. The neighborhood did not need it and that the traffic analysis did not think it was needed.  It seemed to be more of a guidance issue than a requirement.  After alot of consideration of the project, he was for approval but suggested no connection to Lola Lane be made.  


There was more discussion about the Lola Lane connection about the subdivision having proper egress, access in case of an emergency, having an emergency access only, one-way access, connection now and shift at a later date when there was another outlet etc.  
Commissioner Hines recalled when trying to get an emergency exit only public safety staff were not in favor of that.  She did not have any information from them at this time on this project.  Commissioner Kaeberlein said he liked some sort of emergency only access, but could not have the input from the public safety staff.  
Commissioner Drake motioned the project be approved with all of the conditions expressed by staff according to the findings of facts and futher conditions by the planning board and a conditional that the Lola Lane be one-way out of St. Ives into the new development.   Commissioner Stinnett 2nd the motion.  
Commissioner Thibodeau amended the motion to include the provision that the connection to Lola Lane be closed when there was future development that allowed a connection to St. Ives.  Commissioner Drake agreed to that amendment; Commissioner Stinnett did not agree.
Commissioner Kaeberlein felt the traffic issues had been address.  Commissioner Thibodeau was concerned about the area retail vacancies and felt differently than what the retail analysis portrayed.  He had concerns about the traffic without the subdivision having sidewalks.  

ACTION:	 made a motion to approve Case SU-10-01:  A Special Use Permit request for the Wake Union Place Shopping Center to be located at the intersection of Capital Boulevard & Wake Union Church Road, being Wake Co. Tax Pin Numbers 1831-63-3594, 1831-64-4698, 1831-64-6036, 1831-75-1080 & 1831-53-7516 be approved along with the conditions made by the Planning Board as well as the condition to make the connection to Lola Lane one way out to the new development.
 seconded the motion, which carried (4,1).

The planning Board voted to approve the reduction in the speed limit.  The Commissioners did not feel it was necessary.  No vote was taken on it.
