Mr. Miller was a former Mayor and prominent business owner in the town.  His estate had been settled and funds had been donated for the Senior Center.  It was to be used for building purposes not programs of the Senior Center.  Mayor shared having the Sr. center was partly through the hard work of Ms. Newsom.  She also stated Mr. Miller left money to several organizations in town.  The park behind the Town Hall was named for him. He was the Mayor for 3 terms.  She remembered him fondly and thanked him for his contribution. 
B. Proclamation Recognizing National Day of Prayer. 
Mayor Jones stated a Proclamation was done recognizing the National Day of Prayer.  This year’s observance would be on Thurs., May 5th on the Town Hall Plaza at 11:30 a.m.  The proclamation would be read then.  She hoped those that could participate would attend.

It was needed to make it appropriate for future use.  Commissioner Drake asked how this came about.  Was it an error in a survey?  Assistant Planning Director Sary shared The Blinson Co. was doing something with Jim Warren who was doing a title search and noticed a deed overlap.  They contacted Town Manager William.  Assistant Planning Director Sary worked with Town Attorney Furr to get to this point after revision of the recombination plots and studies of unpaved streets.  The approval of the resolution and exchange of property through the quick claim deed would clear this up.
