Mayor Jones shared that this week was Peace Officer’s Memorial Day and National Police Week.  She presented and read the proclamation to Officer Stephanie Gibson.  She shared the week of May 15-21 was recognized as National Police Week.

4.	Public hearings / Public Comment.
A. Public Hearing on Proposed FY 2011-2012 Annual Operating Budget. 
Ms. Marla Akridge, Executive Director of the Wake Forest Chamber made a presentation on the economic development of the town.  

Mr. Matt Hale spoke on the behalf of the Wake Forest Downtown Revitalization Corporation (DRC).  He thanked the town for their continued support – especially funding for the next phase of the Streetscapes.  He introduced Ms. Lisa Newhouse who was just hired as the new director.  They felt she had skills and professionalism to continue their mission at the DRC.

The board members in attendance were presented.  They intended to move forward with bigger and better things and recruit more businesses. He shared they had revised by-laws to be voted on.  He gave the new direction - Vision statement of the DRC:  To lead the renaissance of Downtown Wake Forest in achieving its economic and cultural potential.  He thanked them for their support of the Wake Forest DRC.

Chris Burke, Treasurer presented on behalf of the 4th of July Committee.  The celebration had grown as the town had grown.  The Committee has tried to keep the cost low so that families could attend.  The majority of the cost had been the rental of the public school stadium.  Last year the cost was $2,500; this year they were told it would be $3,500.  They’re only recourse was to raise more money.  They ask the board to consider their budget request.

Commissioner Drake asked why the fireworks would be held at Heritage High School and not WF-R High.  His reply was last year it was because of the stadium construction.  As development had occurred around the area, they were limited on the amount of fireworks they could shoot off because of the development behind the school.  At Heritage, there was more space and ability for crowd control.  At WF-R High, they were limited on those coming into the stadium.  So having it there was better display of fireworks and they could control access to the venue.

Ms. Jill Bright spoke on behalf of the WF Historical Museum.  They had exceeded the criteria given to them.  In November 2010, they opened the new facility.  They have had over 4,500 people sign the guest book and more have visited that have not signed it.  They have had large groups to come in as well – such as the Christmas Tour, some students from Wake Forest University, and Chamber Youth Leadership group and others and some from neighboring towns.  She thanked them for their continued support.

The Board decided on Wed. June 8 at 5:30 p.m. for their Budget Work Session.  Commission Drake would not be able to attend.
