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2nd SUSPECT ARRESTED IN ARMED ROBBERY

with robbery with a dangerous weapon. He is being 
held in the Wake County jail under $50,000 secured 
bond.  
 
At approximately 11 p.m. May 11, police say Wright, 
16, and Ricky Lard Williams, 16, greeted a Pizza Hut 
driver with a handgun during a delivery to 2957 Creek 
Moss Avenue. During the course of the robbery, 
Wright and Williams demanded money, the driver’s 
wallet, and the pizzas before fleeing the scene on foot.  
 
Police arrested Williams on May 14. He is also being held in the Wake County jail under 
$50,000 secured bond.
