YAB applicants will be expected to attend the July 6 Board of Commissioners work session 
to be formally introduced and describe why they wish to serve on the YAB. The meeting 
gets underway at 5:30 p.m. Applicants who cannot attend the July 6 work session will be 
permitted to make their presentation at the board’s regular meeting on July 20 at 7 p.m. 
 
Only high school students (grades 9 – 12) are eligible to serve on the YAB. The YAB is 
comprised of nine members - five of whom must live in the Town limits. YAB members 
serve one-year terms, but may be re-appointed.  
 
The YAB researches issues of importance to young people in the community, makes 
presentations about its findings to the Board of Commissioners, and holds informational 
and/or special events for area youth. 
 
The YAB meets on the third Saturday of each month at 9 a.m. at Flaherty Park Community 
Center. The first meeting of the newly appointed YAB will be Aug. 21, and the year for the 
YAB will coincide with the school year - August through July.  
 
The Board of Commissioners will announce the official appointments to the YAB during its 
regular meeting on July 20.
