Prior 
to coming to Goldsboro, he was the Assistant Director for Durham Parks and Recreation 
where he was in charge of the Programs Division.  
 
Wall, 43, holds a Bachelors Degree in Recreation from Shaw University, and a Masters 
Degree in Recreation Management from North Carolina Central University. He is a member 
of the National Recreation and Parks Association, as well as the North Carolina Recreation 
and Parks Association. 
 
“I’m looking forward to coming back to the Triangle,” said Wall. “I went to school there, 
and I have a house there. (Altogether) I’ve been in the Triangle for 23 years, so it’s home to 
me now.” 
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Wall is married to Nigel Wall of Baltimore, Maryland. They have two sons, Ruben III and 
Noble. 
 
Wall is expected to begin working in Wake Forest on April 5.
